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What is a Buried valley?

Palaeo valleys (or buried valleys) are 

valley systems that have become filled 

with sediment and are no longer active

They are typically formed by:

i. Subaerial fluvial incision

ii. Glacial over�ædeepening

iii. Tunnel valleys (or tunnel channels)

iv. polygenetic palaeo�ævalleys
