London's Water Supply - a new exhibition

As part of the Geological Society's Year of Water celebrations,
a new exhibition has been created in the Lower Library at
Burlington House.

Clean Water for London introduces some key figures of 19th

Century hydrogeology who led the way in researching and

sourcing an adequate supply of drinking water for the

capital. The display includes Joseph Prestwich's map of water-
: bearing strata around London, the first British geological map

to show hydrogeological information.
